Resolved: to adopt the minutes.

Clerk’s Report:
Lovell Road Phone Box — latest information is that the phone box is to be removed but no date available

Highways — Cllr. Taylor had chased pothole hit squad and worst potholes had been filled.

Bus shelter cleaner and litter picker posts — both advertised in Newsletter

Litter — Clerk had written to schools requesting that they reinforce the need to use litter bins. Sharnbrook
School had advised that they constantly emphasize & reinforce the need to look after the environment and if
either Lincroft or Oakley Lower were to organise a litter pick they would support it. They also commented
that Sharnbrook students are village residents and they and their parents should be supporting the village to
manage the environment and that not all the young people who use the Green are Sharnbrook students. (No
response from Lincroft or Oakley Lower schools)

Matters Arising from minutes of Meeting held on 10™ May 2011 — none | Action
Police Report: Action

PC Tott and PCSO Underwood had been unable to attend. There were 4 reported crimes between
05.05.11. and 02.06.11. of which 2 were burglaries at business premises in Station Road, 1 was
the theft of lead from the roof of Lincroft School and 1 domestic criminal damage. There were 2
reports of anti-social behaviour. A group of around 20 rowdy youths with motorbikes were
moved from the Green and a group of youths under the influence of alcohol were running into
gardens.

Provision of Christmas Lights: Action
Cllr. Baily reported that Cllr. White had investigated and 7 day batteries were available for less
than quoted by the Speeditree company. Cllr. Baily was awaiting a revised quotation excluding
batteries and Clerk could then order as agreed at the May meeting. The lighting expert was still
interested in providing lights and would prefer to use the tree at the High Street/Pavenham Road
crossroads. Because of Health & Safety requirements a cherry picker would have to be hired to
put up the lights, which was likely to cost several £100s. There might therefore be insufficient
monies allocated in the budget for lights and a speeditree. Council to consider again once
quotations for putting up lights obtained.

Olney noted
that Council had agreed to install and Cllr. Sansom commented that it would prevent cars parking
on the road.

CllIr. Sansom noted that the tree labels could be fixed to posts sawn at an angle, which would be
considerably cheaper than stakes. Proposed by Clir. Baily, seconded by Cllr. Olney that
quotation for £163 + £181 + £3.10 per label be accepted.

Resolved

Mowing of Riverside land:
Council resolved that W Saunders be asked to mow Riverside land on two occasions again this
year.

Youth Club Co-ordinator:

Youth Club Co-ordinator would be resigning at the end of the summer term and her assistant
would be unable to take over because of changed family circumstances. Chairman had enquired
whether any of those made redundant from Bedford BC Youth Service would be interested and
the post would be advertised on notice boards and the website. Unfortunately the Newsletter had
already been printed. The post comprised 4 hours per week at £11.00 per hour, of which 2 hours
were planning/setting up and 2 hours supervision at the Club. Cllr. Olney to enquire whether one
of the current volunteers would be interested.

Highways Matters:

Cllr. Taylor reported that he & Cllr. Olney had walked round village with Amey representative
and residents were pleased to see Amey in the village. High Street/Pavenham Road cross roads
required major work which was being costed by Bedford BC. The work would require a Traffic
Regulation Order for closure of the road and would be carried out during a school holiday but
avoiding harvest. The blocked gullies in Station Road and High Street near the Methodist Church
would be cleared, damage to footway opposite 52 Lincroft and Lovell Road kerb would be
repaired, pothole squad would revisit Reynes Drive/Station Road and Ruffs Furze/Church Lane
junctions, the car park outside 29 Grenidge Way would be patched and flooding on the footpath
in Grenidge Way investigated. Cllr. Olney to request Bedford BC to rod the Grenidge Way drain
too as residents had reported an unpleasant smell. The hole in the bridge was Anglian Water
responsibility and had been referred to them. Vegetation was growing over the footway from the
bridge to the church and Clerk to ask Bedford BC to cut back. Cllr. Baily to forward details and
Clerk and Cllr. Olney to pursue Burleigh Place bollard with Bedford BC

Cllr. Sansom noted that Lincroft School had been carrying out cycling training and suggested
Council needed to press for the cycle path along Lovell Road. Bedford BC had applied for
monies from the Government Sustainable Transport Fund and Clerk to write to Bedford BC
Cycling Development Officer, copied to the Mayor, requesting some of that funding. Clerk also
to write to Lincroft School suggesting more bicycle racks on site to encourage cycling. Cllr.
Sansom had also met representative from Bedford bus users’ association and Clerk to include an
item on bus services on July agenda and invite representatives from Bedford BC Transport and
Stagecoach to attend.

ClIr. R. Saunders noted that residents in the High Street had requested action against motorists
speeding through the village before 8.00am and after 5.00pm and Clerk to ask police if mobile
camera could be deployed. Some councils apparently named and shamed residents who had

been penalised for speeding and Clerk to make enquiries. Councillors also requested the number
of tickets issued in Lovell Road.

Oakley Sustainability Project:

Cllr. Olney reported that representative from Bedford BC would be discussing the formation of a
Friends of Browns Wood and Judges Spinney Group with the Sustainability Group. The street
lighting questionnaire would be included in the Autumn Newsletter. A very high percentage in
favour would be required before Bedford BC would consider turning off street lights in the early
hours of the morning. CllIr. Olney to discuss with Milton Ernest PC. An Open Day would be
held in October for the allotments and community orchard and it was hoped to press apples again.
Cllr. Sansom reported that the community orchard had been watered but the wildflower seeds
might have to be re-sown as the weather had been so dry. Worn Linch Furlong stakes had been
replaced with those left over from the orchard.

Borough Councillor’s Report:

Clir. Olney reported that the Bedford BC summer play scheme would run again this year on
Mondays & Tuesdays. The Planning Inspector had passed the Twinwood incinerator decision to
the Government. Cllr. Walker added that Milton Ernest PC was meeting Mr. Burt MP to discuss.
Clerk to try and organise a joint letter from affected parishes to demonstrate local strength of
feeling to the Communities and Local Government Secretary. Clir. Olney noted that the parking
situation in The Furlong had improved and fewer vehicles were parking on the verges in other
parts of the village.
