Resident advised that a new planning application for land behind 106 Station Road would be submitted shortly.  Previous applications had been refused because of the narrow access road and lack of turning/parking space.  The new application was for a bungalow, which was needed in the village and conformed to paragraphs 8.34 – 8.38 of the Neighbourhood Plan and policies 5S, 6 & 7S of the Local Plan 2030.  The turning/parking space had been made larger by purchasing land from no. 108 and the access road widened.  Bpha had also agreed to sell the garages on site if planning permission was granted.  Chair noted that Council could not comment at present but would consider the application carefully when received from Bedford BC.
Resident was interested in items 9 & 10 and suggested a sensory garden as part of the improvements to Brockwell Meadow.

Resident was interested in items 9 & 10 but had no comments.
Cllr. Walker noted that she had been approached by the owner of land at the Bromham/Stevington junction about quail breeding on the site.  Council was unable to comment at present but would consider any planning application for the site carefully.  Clerk noted that Bedford BC had received complaints about bonfires on the site, which had been passed to Bromham PC as the land was in Bromham Parish.  Cllr. A letter had been sent to the Minister of State for Transport requesting reconsideration of route E on economic, environmental and use grounds and a meeting arranged with him 15.03.21.  An e-petition had also been sent to the Bedford BC asking for a public debate and a review of its support for Route E.  Petition had been discussed 24.02.21. and Bedford BC had confirmed its support for route E.  In response to councillors, Cllr. Walker noted that Cllr. Abbott had supported the Borough position and she had voted against.  1,600 residents had signed the e-petition and only 7,000 had responded to the EWR consultation along the whole corridor.
Cllr. Sansom noted that there had been much discussion on social media following the e-petition with many concerned about freight.  The two main issues with the route were the environmental impact, on the residents of Bedford living close to the line as well as in the open countryside and the suggestion from Bedford BC in their submission to EWR that 10K houses could be built along route E.  This response had still not been published on the Borough website.  Cllr. Sansom suggested Council join the Keep North Beds Green group too.  Council agreed and Cllr. Sansom to represent Council.  Cllr. Olney would represent Council on the NBCARE group.  Cllr. Walker reported that EWR had been unable to answer technical questions raised at the Network Meeting.
