Minutes of the Council Meeting held on 7th June 2022 in the Village Hall

	Public Open Session: 
	

	
	Resident noted that homeowners in Ruffs Furze objected to application 22/01144/FUL for new fencing, additional parking and a new MUGA at Lincroft Academy.  Residents were disappointed Lincroft had not engaged with them, were concerned about the height of the fence around the MUGA, its proximity to gardens  and the noise it would generate.  They questioned whether it was needed, as there were facilities in the Station Road field, were concerned it would be used outside school hours with no toilet facilities available and that green space would be lost.  They suggested that the existing play area be extended to halfway to residents’ properties.  Lincroft representatives responded that current facilities were unsuitable and there was a lack of hard standing play space.  It was difficult to use the Station Road facilities for break/lunchtimes because of the need to cross the road.  The MUGA would be a hard standing play area with no lights and would not be used outside school hours or for PE lessons.  Picnic benches would be installed and green tarmac could be used if residents preferred.  The area would be the size of two tennis courts and the fence would be 2.1m high mesh to keep balls and litter contained and would be 7m from residents’ properties.  The fence between Lincroft and Oakley Primary was needed to safeguard young children and would be 1.8m high, the same as at the front of Oakley Primary.  Lincroft confirmed that there were approximately 1,000 students at present, capacity was 1,050 and they had not been asked by Bedford BC to expand at present.  They had funding of £1.5 million for the MUGA, fencing, dining room and some internal alterations.  An application for a new dining room and internal alterations would be forthcoming once costings were resolved and School agreed to hold a residents’ meeting before submitting the application.  Lincroft confirmed that they owned the Playing Field.  Cllr. Abbot noted that he had called the application into the Planning Committee and residents could speak at the meeting.  See item 18b).
Residents were concerned about the noise from car meets at the Oakley Sports & Social Club (OSSC) and asked if OSSC had the power to grant use to non-Oakley organisations.  They commented that Council should represent the interests of the whole of the village and as joint signatories to the ORA/OSSC lease had a moral obligation to ensure that OSSC activities were beneficial to the village and had a direct link to Oakley.  They would be content with several car meets p.a. but not twice monthly.  Speed Watch data had shown the high level of traffic through the village and Oakley should be looking to limit traffic volumes.  The issue should not be passed to Bedford BC Environmental Health but should be pursued by Borough Councillors and resolved within the village.  They noted that other residents were also concerned but unable to pursue in person.  
OSSC representative noted that he had taken on board residents’ comments and the organisation was aiming to be transparent.  Car meets were permitted twice p.m. as the Club had lost events and revenue during Covid.  
Council commented that the new Committee was engaging with the village.  Councillors attended ORA/OSSC meetings and Council would be holding a separate meeting with ORA/OSSC to discuss issues and pass on residents’ concerns.  They would also ask ORA/OSSC to hold an open meeting with residents.  They noted that many residents enjoyed the OSSC events.
Resident was concerned that OSSC had ignored previous requests that vehicles at car meets turn off engines and about the lack of a formal complaints procedure and published financial data.  Resident asked if Council had a policy on safeguarding young and vulnerable residents from air and noise pollution.  Chair confirmed that Council had no formal policy and had asked OSSC for audited accounts.  OSSC representative noted that audited accounts would be published at their AGM in July.  See item 20
Resident was concerned about debris blocking Stafford Bridge and parking in The Furlong and on Pavenham Road.  Cllr. Abbot noted that Bedford BC was removing debris from bridges and Cllr. Saunders confirmed that Oakley bridges and the weir had been cleared.  Chair suggested that she and Cllr. Abbott meet with resident separately before the July Council meeting to discuss the parking issues and resident agreed.

	Linch Furlong – a resident had volunteered to produce photos, text and possibly short videos once or twice a month to show residents what could be seen in Linch Furlong initially and eventually Riverside Meadow, Brockwell Meadow, Browns Wood and Judges Spinney.  Chair had thanked him.

	Network Meeting 26.05.22.
	

	
	Cllr. Jones reported that the organisation was poor, as Bedford BC had to email the password for the meeting, after it was supposed to have begun, then the meeting timed out and the Mayor had to reset it on his own account.

The Police and Crime Commissioner gave a short talk, indicating that the community policing team was now better resourced with 67 rather than 52 PSCOs and was concentrating on persistent offender and, as a result,  burglaries had plummeted dramatically.  Police were also working with schools, following up on pupils absconding and hoping to make funds available to provide a youth worker to visit the homes of those children.

Chief Officer Transport Highways and Engineering, Matthew D’Archambaud introduced himself and talked about the Manton Lane/Clapham Road project, which was due to finish on 15.06.22.  By this date all parts of the highway in that area would have been resurfaced and new white lines marked, making the lanes clear and safer.

There was a presentation by Head of Planning, Jon Shortland on the Local Plan 2040, which had been circulated.  The 2040 Local Plan would follow on from the 2030 plan as there was no need for a complete new plan; 12,800 new houses were needed and housing would focus on urban area sites first, then on a sustainable transport corridor based around EWR and the A42; housing would include two new settlements at Kempston Hardwick and Little Barford based around new railway stations; land would also be allocated for employment; the Plan would include a new policy to address climate change and the Environment Act legislation and would address the impact of changes in shopping habits on town centres. BFARE also had a meeting with EWR 31.05.22. and Ms. West indicated that EWR was looking at the BFARE suggestion.  BFARE explained the reasons for their objections to the route and raised the costs used in the 2019 consultation.  They asked how EWR was defining "Zero-Carbon Railway" and  EWR  advised that they were waiting for the Government to define it for them.  The business case submission had been delayed until the end of June and there was no indication on how long DfT would take to make a decision on it.  Ms. West had visited the route by car but agreed to walk it with BFARE.

Milton Keynes was the accountable body and terms of reference were available but had not been updated to reflect that Buckinghamshire had left the organisation.  The Board was seeking funding for the area and would be meeting w/c 13.06.22. to discuss a levelling up fund level 2 bid.  No minutes were yet available from their meetings and Cllr. Abbott would pursue. 
Borough Executive would be meeting 08.06.22. and would be discussing the application for moving traffic enforcement powers to be transferred to the Borough Council, review of the Growth Plan 2018-22, the Children’s Services Strategy 2022 – 27 and the Bedford Rail Strategy, including EWR.  Bedford BC would prefer 4 tracks but Network Rail wanted 6 to prevent EWR impacting on north/south services.  
Traffic lights would initially be operational on a permanent basis on both the Clapham Road roundabouts but those on the Aldi roundabout would be reviewed and changed to part time if not needed full time.  Work was needed on the A6 but funding was required.  Work on the Embankment had paused for the River Festival.
