	Cllr. Taylor reported that the meeting with the Police & Crime Commissioner (PCC) on 13.03.13. had been disappointing.  PCC had arrived 50 minutes late and seemed to have little empathy with rural issues.  The government grant for police was lower in Bedfordshire than elsewhere and although PCSOs would continue for the immediate future, 50 police officer posts would be lost in 2013/14 and a further 50 in 2014/15.  Villages were concerned about speeding and that police did not attend Council meetings.  PCC noted that many of those speeding were residents and had no comment about attendance at meetings.
There were four reported crimes in March and five in April.  Of these, three were criminal damage, two common assaults, two burglaries, one theft from a vehicle and one miscellaneous theft.

	Chair noted that Council was seeking a whole village solution to avoid simply moving the problem to another area.  Mr. Hayward advised that road safety/speeding was one of the Mayor’s priorities and there was a programme to reduce speed limits and install average speed cameras throughout the Borough.  Church Lane, Lovell Road and Pavenham Road were on the list of sites for consideration but joint Parish/Borough funding would move them forward.  The Parish would be expected to contribute around half of the £50,000 cost of two cameras.  Bedford BC would cover running costs and any scheme would remain part of the Borough programme.  Police would carry out enforcement and fines would be paid to the Home Office.  Given the number of entrances/exits in Oakley councillors asked if measures such as speed tables would be more effective.  Mr. Hayward noted that both cameras and speed tables would require signs and additional lighting.  Clerk to formally request Bedford BC to assess the three roads in the programme plus Highfield Road from the roundabout to the cross roads for discussion at June meeting.  Chair thanked Mr. Hayward for attending.

	g) Inconsiderate parking in Lincroft

	Resident was concerned about inconsiderate parking in Lincroft, resulting in vehicles mounting the footway to pass each other.  Resident had suggested bollards either side of his lawn or opening Lincroft onto Station Road.  Bedford BC had advised that parking in Lincroft had been an issue for many years and that the Borough had considered a number of possible options. 
1. Double yellow lines which would solve the parking problem in the immediate vicinity on the bends, but would displace parking to other areas and was likely to be very unpopular with residents.

2. Bollards which would stop parking on verges and footways, so that residents would park on the road but would increase problems with congestion 
3. Opening an access on to Station Road which was likely to prove very unpopular with the residents in the cul-de-sac and there was an issue of ownership of the land between Lincroft and the hedge.

No consensus on finding a solution had been reached.  Council therefore agreed not to pursue.  Clerk to copy Bedford BC comments to resident. 
Concerns had also been raised about parking on footways in other areas of the village and residents were advised to photograph number plates of vehicles blocking footways and send to the police who would act.

It was intended that both would retain A & E departments but other services might be located on one site only.  Bedford BC and the GPs commissioning group were involved in the discussions.  The Borough Council had complained about the performance of the Ambulance Service and following restructuring of the Service improvements were expected.  Works were required to the entrance to Farrows Close before the site could be adopted.  The application for a Gypsy & Traveller site at Fairhill would be considered by the Planning Committee on 20.05.13. as would the applications for sites at Bromham and Stagsden.  Village residents’ groups were pressing for progress on Meadow Lane but Meadow Lane alone would not provide enough sites in the long term.
